

Tony Sweet – Juror, Macro World

After 20 years as a professional jazz artist, Tony changed careers and directed his creative juices towards nature photography. The improvisational, spontaneous, and abstract nature of jazz is an integral element of nature photography.

Tony maintains an active speaking schedule on the subjects of nature and flower photography and marketing, addressing professional photography organizations, universities, seminars, and workshops in the U.S. and Canada. 

He has authored three books on the art of photography: Fine Art Nature Photography, Fine Art Flower Photography, and Fine Art Photography: water, ice, fog (Jan. 2007). Fine Art Digital Nature Photography is due out January, 2009. All are published by Stackpole Books. 

Tony's macro photography is a key element in his workshops and three book publications.

Tony is a staff instructor on http://betterphoto.com and is a member of the Baltimore chapter of ASMP. In March, 2006, Tony was honored as a Nikon Legend Behind the Lens. In January, 2007, Tony was named a member nikSoftware’s Team Nik.

Today, Tony's work is published worldwide. His images are represented by the Getty Picture Agency. His photographic prints are exhibited at the Nikon Corporate office in NYC, Mercy Medical Center, Johns Hopkins Breast Center, and in the Smithsonian in Washington, D.C.
